Demos cannot be used without approva by Bob Lorenz.

Eye catching gear may reduce motorcycleinjuries

Fluorescent dothing, white or light colored hdmets, and daytime headlights may reduce motorcyde
injuries and death. Wdls and colleagues anayzed 463 motorcyde drivers admitted to hospitd following a
road traffic incident and 1233 other drivers (control group) to evaduate how wearing conspicuous étire
affected the risk of having an accident. They found that with reflective or fluorescent clothing the risk of a
crash injury was reduced by 37%, with awhite hdmet by 24%, and with headlights by 27%.

This past weekend an example of alack of common sense stared us in the face. Kat and | were going down
Hwy. 70 Sunday afternoon and came upon a motorcydist riding down the highway. At first, what caught
our eye was the license plate. We couldn’t make it out. Then dter getting alittle doser, we could see that
the plate said Alaska, but it was turned upside down.
Once we got dong side of the rider, we couldn’ t believe what we saw. The driver had alittle boy about 3o
4 years old sitting in front with his legs folded up on the gas tank. The boy was wearing a hd met (thank
goodness). The motorcydist would put his hand on the little boy whenever he didn’t have them on the
handle bars. We know tha everyone is responsible for their own leved of risk and what they consider
acoeptable when riding. However, seeing that man with his son made us wonder what the heck he was
thinking.
Sometimes seeing something like tha just makes you play the“ what if’ game. What would happen if the
driver hit aroad gator and the boy fdl off? Would he be aleto live with tha the rest of his life?
When riding, we need to take a pro-active gpproach to protecting ourseves. The reason to plan ahead is
that the onetime we Il need protective gear, is dso the onetimewe Il have no ideawhen we Il need it. Ka
and | hope you will be prepared when the unexpected happens.
Every timeweridethereis acartan leve of risk just being on two whed's. As Rider Educators we promote
sdfety through rider education dasses, and the sharing of information and our experience.
We ae not here to try and tdl you wha to wear, or how to ride We just hope you dl have enough
“common sense’ to make theright decisions. What we will tdl you is that when we re on two whed's we
are prepared, and we dress accordingly.

Le’s face it; Chegpter Paticipants are the most important entity in your Chapter. Heck, they ARE the
Chapter. What can you do without them? Granted, things may go alot smoother with no oneto disagree
with you, but that breskfast buffet megting may be abit lonely. We need to treat each and every one of our
participants as the most vduable and indispensable part of our Chgpter. We need to know who they are,
where they are, what they like and, most importantly, when was the last time they enjoyed a Chapter event.

Do you know about how much money you have in your walet? Of course you do. Otherwise, you
couldn’t plan you day, pay for meds, buy gas, ec. You aways make a conscious effort to know you have
enough to get things done. You rdy on it! A Chapter Participant Database follows the samelogic. It is
important to know who participates regularly and who you haven't seen in awhile. Don’t rely on your
recollection. After dl, “ outtasight, outtamind’. You don’t redize how long you haven't seen someone
until someone mentions their name. However, if you have arunning chart or database of atendance a al
Chapter events (not only medtings), you can a-a-glance see the names you need to contact. We have an
excd spread shet of our (NJ-F) Chapter paticipants. It shows participation (color coded) of the last five
years. At-aglance you can immediady tdl who needs to be contacted. A friendly cdl; “Hey Jim,
haven't seen you for awhile and was thinking about you. Whatcha been up to?” You'll be surprised to
hear that they dso didn’t think its been that long since they last atended a function.
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DO YOU HAVE A MEMBERSHIP COORDINATOR?

Chapter Membership Coordinators are not merdly record keepers; they are an essentid ade to the Chapter
Directors. Their datais abarometer indicating the hedth of the Chapter. Directors, if your Chapter doesn’ t
have a Member Coordinator, get one. If you have one, utilize them to the fullest extent dlowed by law.
