HUGE MOTORCYCLE CONVENTION IN NASHVILLE OVER FOURTH OF JULY

Phoenix, AZ-January 19, 2006-This Fourth of July—amidst the festive usgie air and the
crackling fireworks overhead—be prepared to pick out a distinctlyreliffesound: That of
between 10 to 12,000 motorcycles taking to Nashville’s city streets.

Billed as, quite possibly, the city’s largest motorcycle coneenin history, Wing Ding 28 is
coming to town. Its organizers, have fun-filled events parthroughout the city, so be prepared
to see motorcyclists wherever you drive that week.

Gold Wing Road Riders Association (GWRRA), the event's omganiand Gaylord Opryland
Resort & Convention Center, the event’'s host property, welcome over 15,000 members of
the world’s largest model-specific motorcycle organization.

The event officially runs Monday, July 3, through Thursdayy BJjlwith some motorcyclists
arriving as early as Saturday, July 1.

Each summer GWRRA, comprised exclusively of Honda Gold Wimh\alkyrie owners and
their family members, holds its annual convention in a ifie U.S. city. This year marks the
association’s first year hosting its largest internaionembership gathering, called Wing Ding,
in Nashville. Last year's location was Fort Wayne, Indiaand 2004’'s event was held in
Grapevine, Texas.

But this year's event, says Ed Price, GWRRA's event nemag proving to be a record-setting
year.

“Pre-registration is up by 76 percent for the same timmgdor any previous year,” Price says.
Price attributes the sharp rise in pre-registratiopaim, to the destination itself.

“Nashville is a great city with many interesting thingssee and do both within the city limits
and the surrounding communities as well. Everything frogtohic Civil War sites to many
musical venues like the Grand Ole Opry and The Country MudioHaame,” Price says, “And
let's not forget the many beautiful roadways to ride both wiffénnessee and traveling to the
state.”

GWRRA, a not-for-profit organization headquartered in Phgaemas founded in 1977 by Paul
Hildebrand and Shirley Stephens-Garcia. As owners of a HGud& Wing, they believed an
organization based specifically on that model and gearedddamily values would appeal to
many motorcyclists. Apparently they were right.

Throughout its 29-year history, GWRRA has grown to over 82,000 membatdwide. This
year, as in years past, many of its international mentoavel from as far away as Sydney,
Australia, to attend the event.

Organizers plan citywide touring events for members sucliFas Runs,” during which
participants ride from one location to the next on thmeatorcycles. Organizers also promote
sightseeing trips to such neighboring and city landmarks aley follow, the Grand Ole Opry,
Ryman Auditorium, and the Wildhorse Saloon. In addition, GWRMRS reserved space for its
members to attend this year’s firework display at Riverfrek.

In fact, the association’s motorcycle parade to the JHlfirdworks will be hard to miss as it
winds its way through city streets from Opryland to the Cohliseowntown, beginning at 6 p.m.

And the public, for a small fee, is invited to attend Wingh@s daily trade shows in the
Opryland Resort Convention Center July 3, 4 and 5 from 9 a.mpim.6and July 6 from 9 a.m.
to 2 p.m.

Honda first introduced the Gold Wing motorcycle in 1975 to worldvirdlustry acclaim. With
its powerful liquid-cooled engine and cross-country capabilitiesspired an industry-wide shift
toward long-distance motorcycling. Consequently, a legioGafl Wing fans was born. And,
unlike some non-brand-specific international events tockvimotorcyclists often trailer their
bikes, Wingers, as they are often called, usually ride thetonmtycles hundreds—or even
thousands—of miles to attend their conventions.
