Rider Education

HI EVERYONE

This week is cold and windy, in fact there are still thodsawithin 25 miles of me without
power. That's since Friday noon (2-17-06) and it's now Sundglyt.nMost of the winter has
been warm, especially the last couple of weeks before thisyeak. The abnormal warmth has
prompted a lot of riders to get their bikes out. I've seen sehelies from stoplights and read of
at least 2 accidents, so far. Even though we haven't li@th snow this season, there is still a lot
of dirt and gravel etc on the sides of the road and in theecrlf you do go for a nice early ride,
please remember to be extra careful.

Before you go for that ride be sure to check your bike carefullg. Ggst way is the T-clock
inspection.
Frank Germo A/RE submitted the following.
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T-CLOCK - Safety inspections

During the past few weeks we have had the unique opportunitpésierce something unusual
in New York this time of year...... reasonable riding weatherlis®,a number of you | decided
to ride. I went over the 1800 and discovered that my rear &isel® pounds low, the front was
only down 5 pounds. If you lose a tire on a car, it's bad but nastaphic. If you lose a tire on
the bike, well...... it could be deadly. Nothing can prevewirig a tire go out after hitting
something, but proper maintenance and inspections can go wdgrtgward decreasing the
chances of a break-down along the road.

Inspections are vital to maintaining your bike and ridinglgafhis is especially true when we
start the new riding season. After the string of wimbenths, how many of us have jumped on
our bike after it sitting in the garage, and taken it fepan, just to shake out the cobwebs.

Make a habit of inspecting your bike before you ride it, espedfatlg been a while since you
have taken it out. Now if you're like me and commute to work on lyieryou don't want to
crawl around on the ground and check your tire pressure in yokrolathes. But at least once a
week, and especially before long rides, you want to conduct pedtisn to make sure the bike,
and you are, in safe riding condition. | would rather find o @gst stop that | have a nail in my
tire than find out at 70mph!

T-CLOCK is an acronym that describes an overall safsfydaction of the motorcycle. While this
is @ much more extensive inspection than you would makeest atop, this will give you an idea
of what you should be looking for and checking in most all aspethe ahotorcycle to maintain
proper operations or alert you to improper operations. The chetldistovers the inspection
called T-CLOCK is available on the GWRRA website.

Here is T-CLOCK in a nutshell.

T -- Tires and Wheels - inspect condition of front and tieas (pressure, tread), wheels, rims,
bearings, and seals

C -- Controls - This covers the condition of levers, calileses, and throttle

L -- Lights - Inspection of lights, lenses, reflectorg;img, and the headlight reflector; also, check
the aim of the headlight (right/ left & height)

O -- Oil - Check levels and for leaks in Engine oil, Relad gear oil, Hydraulic Brake fluid,
coolant and fuel

C -- Chassis - Inspect frame, steering head bearingsg svm, and suspension

K -- Kickstand - Inspect Center stand and side stand &mksrand bent parts. Maintain proper
tension on springs to keep stand in place when folded up. Al sure the engine stops with
the bike in gear and the side stand extended.

The T-CLOCK form has more extensive descriptions of thpantions suggested above.
Whether you use T-CLOCK or your own experience with your ingpectind making sure the
bike is ride-worthy, | encourage each of you to routinely go overlyi&as or have a mechanic
do it for you if you are so inclined.
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The crucial point is that we have a new riding seasordabieas, and some bikes have been
sitting for the entire winter. Before you take off for thakt weekend jaunt or cross-country trip,
make sure the bike is as ready as you are. It may well beasieimportant time you spend
preparing for your next trip.
