New Year's Resolutions!

We always make them, and most of the time we
don’t keep them. For some of us itis like
making a list of empty promises to ourselves.

Why don’t we keep our resolutions or promises?
Many times resolutions fall by the wayside
because we have made them too complex or
too hard to fulfill. By the end of January, we
realize that there really is no way we can keep
all of our resolutions.

When the New Year presents itself, it is exciting
to look at it as if it gives us a blank slate and we
can then do what we would like. When we think
about that blank slate, we begin to think that
might be time to make those dreams we have
had for years come true. However, dreams are

Back in 2009, | wrote a list of resolutions that | didn’t keep. In 2010, | did a little bit better and
kept at least two of my resolutions. Last year | wrote a list of resolutions ... and | did a little better
still. | actually accomplished three resolutions out of 5. How are you doing?

Setting New Year’s resolutions for yourself is a lot like developing goals for your Chapter or
District. When setting goals, you need to be specific, make sure they are measurable, attainable
and realistic. And, they need to be accomplished during a specified time period. The S.M.A.R.T

Goal-setting Model is one of the best to follow.

S=specific M= Measurable A=Attainable R=Realistic T=Timely

91 Specific: A specific goal has a much greater chance of being accomplished than a
general goal. To set a specific goal you must answer the six “W” questions:

o Who: Who is involved?

Where: Identify a location.
When: Establish a time frame.
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What: What do | want to accomplish?

Which: Identify requirements and constraints.
Why: Specific reasons, purpose or benefits of accomplishing the goal

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1 Measurable - Establish concrete criteria for measuring progress toward the attainment of
each goal you set.

o When you measure your progress, you stay on track, reach your target dates, and
experience the exhilaration of achievement that spurs you on to continued effort
required to reach your goal.

o To determine if your goal is measurable, ask questions such as.....

A How much? How many?
A How will | know when it is accomplished?

1 Attainable - When you identify goals that are most important to you, you begin to figure
out ways you can make them come true. You develop the attitudes, abilities, skills, and
financial capacity to reach them. You begin seeing previously overlooked opportunities to
bring yourself closer to the achievement of your goals. You can attain most any goal you
set when you plan your steps wisely and establish a time frame that allows you to carry
out those steps. Goals that may have seemed far away and out of reach eventually move
closer and become attainable, not because your goals shrink, but because you grow and
expand to match them.

1 Realistic- To be realistic, a goal must represent an objective toward which you are both
willing and able to work. A goal can be both high and realistic; you are the only one who
can decide just how high your goal should be. But be sure that every goal represents
substantial progress.

o A high goal is frequently easier to reach than a low one because a low goal exerts
low motivational force. Some of the hardest jobs you ever accomplished actually
seem easy simply because they were a labor of love.

1 Timely - A goal should be grounded within a time frame. With no time frame tied to it
there’s no sense of urgency. If you want to lose 10 Ibs, when do you want to lose it by?
“Someday” won’t work. But if you anchor it within a timeframe, “by May 1st”, then you’ve
set your unconscious mind into motion to begin working on the goal.

Your goal is probably realistic if you truly believe that it can be accomplished. Additional
ways to know if your goal is realistic is to determine if you have accomplished anything
similar in the past or ask yourself what conditions would have to exist to accomplish this
goal.

Instead of giving up and not making resolutions, try setting goals instead. Follow the S M.A.R.T.
model for goal-setting and you might surprise yourself with how well you do in keeping your
resolution/goals.

If you can’t think of a resolution you would like to make, | can offer one. Be Happy! Yes, be
happy. Find your Zen in life and hold on to it. Appreciate your friends and family. Be thankful for
whatever it is you have. If it makes you happy then go for it. Do what makes you feel good,
which could include eating great food, riding some great roads or just hanging out with your
friends. Be happy and enjoy.

As you can see, some Districts, such as New York and New Jersey are well staffed with
Instructors. But other Districts have few or none at all! Obviously a District such as Maine, New
Hampshire, or Vermont, with very few chapters, would not need an Instructor by itself but it
certainly would help if we had a couple to serve the three Districts. Pennsylvania, being the
largest district, needs several additional Instructors. One instructor cannot possibly serve the
need of the entire Pa. District.

Training Instructors at District Conventions, while being the less expensive option, has proved to
be difficult due to the fact that members attending a convention simply do not want to take the
full day Basic class that all new Instructors are required to teach as their first course. If we can
assemble groups of three to five prospective instructors willing to take the Instructor Course | am
willing to travel there to conduct it. Please remember that the course requires two days. The
first day is the training seminar and the second day is for the proctored Basic class, which the
new Instructors will teach. District staff would be responsible for arranging the facilities in which
the course will be conducted. Like all of the Rider Education instructor training courses there
are class fees that may be as high as $100 per student. It is hoped that the Region or Districts
could help defray these costs.

The Region has come a long way and | want to thank those who have participated in our
achievement, but there is still work to be done. Last year our Instructors presented 17 classes in
which they taught 204 students the ability to save someone’s life! The life you save may well be
a dear friend or family member. Please contact your District Educator or me if you can volunteer
to join the team.
